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The article presents a literary review of current foreign studies devoted to the study of the
phenomenon of volunteerism. The purpose of the study is to identify the main directions in the
study of volunteer activities. For the analysis of foreign literary sources, articles published in the
public domain on the Google Scholar website for the period from 2020 to 2025 were selected.
The search and selection was carried out by keywords: "volunteer”, "volunteering”. The authors
of the selected papers are scientists from the USA, Canada, Europe, China, Korea and other
countries. Based on the results of the analysis, the main research areas were identified: 1)
motivation and issues of involving people in volunteerism, 2) management of volunteerism, 3)
emotional burnout and reasons for leaving volunteerism, 4) effects of participating in
volunteerism, 5) volunteering in emergency situations, 6) forms of participation in volunteerism
activities: corporate (based on professional skills), family, episodic. Possible directions for
further research on volunteerism are proposed, namely, generalization and systematization of
motives for volunteer participation depending on the direction and specifics of volunteerism;
expansion of ideas about the experience of corporate, family and other forms of participation in
volunteerism; study of working conditions and activities, external and intra-group interaction of
volunteers. Research in the proposed areas will expand the understanding of the psychological
characteristics of people involved in volunteering, study the specifics of work and activity,
external and intra-collective interaction, which will help in formulating recommendations for
competent planning of activities and the preservation of human resources within the framework
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of this practice. The results of the conducted review study complement the currently available
theoretical material in the field of studying the phenomenon of volunteerism and determine the
current directions of foreign scientific work in this subject area.
